Our country has overtaken the critical o|oys fora
lighter and more brilliant future. 15-July coup at-
fempt was an event that these difficulties reached
maximum like a labor pain. This blameworthy coup
attempt, which was a shame in the |oo|ifico| hisfory,
should be accepted as a milestone considering a
victory for our nation against coup |o|oHers and
the first coup attempt that has been resulted with
failure in Turkish history.

It is necessary to mention about ‘indirect coup”
or "implicit coup” attempts which are alternatives
of cold war concept and beyond exp|ici+ coup at-
tempts. It is possible to see examples of such indirect
coup attempts. They are forced fhrough economy,
bureaucracy, diplomacy, non-governmental orga-
nizations and ferrorist organizations. Regoro”ess of
these, our state is powerful and our people are as-
tute. We have a nation that has goined the aware-
ness of not being frightened off by any implicit or

exp|icif coup attempts henceforth.

There are a coup|e of factors to be a powerfu|
country. Strong army, strong bureaucracy, strong
ime”igence, pub|ic consisted of high|y educated
and highly cultured people and of course a strong
economy. Since the reform era named Tanzimat
in our country, hypothec, put into political will,
constituted a dominant hegemony in economy,
too. IMF had sustained on the republic period the
hypofhec of controllers of pub|ic debts, which was

like sequestrator, since the Tanzimat reform years.

IMF was the biggest trouble that dominated during
80s and 90s of Turkey economy. Its executions
against Turkey are also unforgettable. If the IMF
acronym does not evoke anything in the minds of
anyone who were born after the second half of
90s, this is a sign of progress and economical glory.
That is also a result of the revolution of paradigm

in the economy.

The West and their internal supporters, who are not
intended fo accept the development of Turkey and
of course the rise of an Islamic country that does not
owe money to their monetized money offices, have
tried to refer to Turkish politics by using all political,
bureaucratic and military arguments in their hands
to stop this trend. 15-July coup attempt passed into
history as the most disgusting and the severest of
these attacks with the weapons, tanks, rockets that

were launched from war planes.

Economy was the main area that coup plotters and
their external supporters attacked many times to
make their bad intentions come true before and
especially after 15 July. Dollar is going over 4 TL
and undulate exchange rate were salvos of a coup
attempt made over economy by external support-
ers mostly. End of these designed attempts over
economy can be possible with an economy model

that leans on national resources and arguments.

Apart from the meanings comes to mind such as
belonging to nation or special to nation, National
resources has a religious meaning, too. It is impos-
sible to be native without being national. In this
sense, national economy also includes a religious
economy model in a way. Founder of the economy
arranged according fo Islamic references is Prophet
Mohammed. In this sense it is meaningful that he
forbidden interest |eoning on the Quran, he sent
information of provision about the interest to Islamic
states all around the world before his death and
he emphasized on interest at his farewell sermon.
Aside from interest, we read and learn from Islamic
sources that Prophet Mohammed established an
alternative system to the order Jews had founded
on Medina about commercial operations. He got

marketplace there. So there is an economic struc-
ture model of Islam itself what is the main source of
our tradition. In modern world, Islam based models
which are alternatives to inferest economy models
by putting precise additions to our traditional eco-
nomic structures without devioﬁng from the Quran

and the Sunna.

In this regord, a national economy model, which
has national bases and gets its power from the eco-
nomical executions of our traditions and is designed
in a strong faith Frome, is crucial not to submit to
such kind of attempts now and in future. Our honor-
able president Recep Tayyip Erdogan realized this
and he gave importance to regulations regarding
national economy and non-interest banking since
his prime ministry years. Probably the most visible
result of this period is tending of state banks to al-
ternative fund and non-interest banking like Ziraat

Participation and Vakif Participation.

We have been thinking that it is necessary to dis-
cuss this in detail on any forward issue of Academy
Adiyaman. But sudden increases that occur on ex-
change rate in the result of indirect appearance of
coup attempts in economy as an aftershock of 15
July and described as extremely abnormal by econ-
omists forced us to backdate this publication draft.
Unrest is doomed to dissolution as long as inten-
tions are good. As in our all working, we started to
publish Academy Adiyaman Journal with such good
intentions. This issue in your hands is a product of
this effort.

located in various districts of some provinces in Turkey.

Prof. Sorog emphosized that the number of higher education in-
stitutions, that was 75 in 2001, reached 181 and said, “There has
been a great transformation In a very short period of time and
the number of students has rose from 1.649.000 to 7.200.000.
The number of faculty members rose from 24.000 to 72.000.
The number of academic staff has reached 156.000. When
we look at all these Figures, we can see that the Turkish higher
education system broadly has the second highest number of
students in the European higher education area. When we look
at the recent reports of the OECD, we cannot say that we are
in very good position in Europe in terms of graduation from
higher educations. However, we estimate that we will reach one
of the highesf rates for higher education groduofes in Europe in
a short time, as we have reached a level that is explained by the
term of beyond popu|orizofion in schoo|ing in higher education.”
Prof. Sarag said that they first wanted to place the concept of
quality in higher education. He said; “We hope that our higher
education will also have an equivalent quantitative growth in
terms of quo|ify as we are proud of our numerical growfh.” Our
92-year-long efforts on this subject are finally giving results. Our

universities now set quo|ify as their priority goo|s."

After the speeches, the event was concluded with the speech
of Prof. Fuat Keyman, Director of Istanbul Policy Center, on
“Turkey in Globalizing World: Democracy, Security, Identity” and
the interview Prof. M. Yekta Sarag, President of the Council of
Higher Education (CoHE), with the students and academic staff.

Dr. Gonullu also answered students’ questions and emphasized
the significance of unity and solidarity, necessity of domestic
produc’rion, national education and national economy. By re-
marking that there has been a strike to our people’s minds, Prof.
Dr. Gonullu evoked that we have been endongered too much in
Canakkale and Independence wars since Ottoman up to now
and in those wars we lost most of our wise peop|e so we have
recenﬂy been recovering ourselves. He also mentioned about
the importance of the relation between fomi|y and child with
the words of Khalifa Ali: "Education is growing children for next
generations”. He described our bigges’r enemy as ignorance and
told the lack of courtesy lesson in our national education and
said he believed there should be courtesy course in schools. He
indicated we would become a society talking much and thinking
less and stated not everyone after groduc’rion could be state

official but would find job and produce.

to make the patent application and how to process the patent
opp|ico+ion and the process afterwards. Somp|e works were

shared with participants at the end of the seminar.

University's Deputy Director of Project Production and Coordi-
nation Centre (ADYUPROJEM), Assoc. Dr. Yener Tekeli said
that in order to be able to protect inventions with patents, it
must carry certain conditions, saying that these conditions are
innovations, overcoming the state of the art and applicability
in the industry. Assoc. Dr. Tekeli continued his speech: “Every
product is the result of an action and every action is form of an
idea that has become an action. So, it wouldn't be wrong if we
say that product is the form of the idea that has been shaped in
flesh and bones. Let alone the presence of the producf, the idea
where it started is what makes a product valuable. Continuation
of this value is through having the monopoly of the idea where it
started. Here we are talking about the legitimate protection of
ideas or ideas that we have, and we will be working here today.
Demand for the protection of infellectual and industrial prop-
erty rights has also increased due to the increase in informa-
tion-based activities, g|obc|| economic activities in the field and
the development of international trade. Therefore, the growing
importance of patent rights, one of the most important elements
of infellectual and industrial property rights, necessitated stan-
dardization of patent rights worldwide, through international

confracts.

The patentee has the right to manufacture, use, sell or import
the product of the inventive subject matter for a certain peri-
od of time. This certificate is called patent. The “patent right’,
which has an important place in traditional terminology and
industrial property rights, is the property of an intangible good
that is more concerned with developing countries, especially
as it is the instrument of technology transfer. There is a close
connection between the patent and the power. To stick in the
market, companies should pay more attention to patents and

allocate more R & D spending.

The patented technique is guaranteed to whom it belongs. It
drags persons or companies into the competition. It takes pre-
cedence over different new ideas and innovations. Considering
that products and innovations on the market are easily imitated,
especially in recent years, the importance of getting a patent is

increasing day by day.

Todoy, there is a greaf poro||e| between the deve|opmen+ levels
of countries and the number of patent applications. Through
patents, people are striving to invent, innovate and protect cre-
ative ideas and bring out more ideas. Generally, patents are

quite high in industrialized countries.

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In order to protect inventions with patents, it is necessary to carry

out the fo||owing conditions: innovation, exceeding the known

state of the art, and industrial applicability.

Today, the main aim of this meeting under this university roof is
fo encourage our academic community to make inventions and
to raise awareness for technology integration and protection
at the same time, national and in’remo’riono|, in order for ideas

or inventions to be of added value.

As university lecturers’inventions are accepted as personal inven-
tions according to the existing law, the addresses they provide
can be universities or mostly residential addresses, which prevent
university patent numbers from being c|eor|y defined. Correction

of this depends on the |ego| arrangement.

Nevertheless, the efforts of the TTOs in compiling the data can
|c1rge|y remove this shor‘rcoming. Universities that have aca-
demics’ patent application data can enter the TPl and realize
their positions in the IP pool regardless of where the address is.
In this regard, as of June, Adiyaman University signed an agree-
ment with the Turkish Patent Institute on the establishment of
the Information Documents Unit. Adiyaman University TPI
Information Documentation Unit established in accordance with
this agreement will be able to register patent and intellectual
property righ’rs on behalf of our university with the contribution
of our valuable academicians. The patent applications of our

academicians will be provided by our university channel.

The prophets did not inherit gold
or silver. Their sole inheritance is science. Whoever gets that
knowledge will have a big share.” It is possible to explain with
the thousands of examples of how important it is in the Islamic

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There are a few important provisions in terms
of arbitrariness in the Quran, which is the

main source of Islam, and hadiths.

The chaotic environment of today's business life makes it nec-
essary for us to examine these provisions more carefully. As it is
understood from the data that is occasionally released by the
economic circles, the gap between the rich and the poor in terms
of wealth is increasing steadily, millions of people are under
legal investigation because they cannot pay their debts, and
thousands of families are scattered due to economic reasons.
The world has almost become the arena of a new economy
that is completely focused on numerical growth and free from
conscientious and emotional themes. While new figures about
different sectors and fields are announced in this new economic
order every day, thousands of people, who have lost their hopes
about the justice of work life and have forgotten about the

holiness of their honest earning, are lost in stealing.

Islam attaches great importance to labour, which is the most
important tool of obtaining legitimate sustenance, and trade,
which is the economic dimension of labour. The Almighty God
said in a verse of Quran,

O believers! Do not use each other's goods through invalid
ways. Those goods could be used through trade based on
mutual consent.”
(Nisa, 4/29)

He told us that trade is a legitimate tool for income and for-
bid us to use illegitimate methods such as gambling, extortion,
theft, treason, perjury and taking other’s goods by committing
perjury. Again, the Almighty said in a verse that points to the
importance of working in the lives of humans, “Indeed, there is
nothing other than a person’s own work. He will actually see the

result of his work in the future (on the o|oy of resurrection, trial

balance)’ (Necm, 39-40).

Prophet Muhammad (saw) became an example for others by

carrying out an important job like trade. In an hadith, Prophet
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(s.a.s.) s0yle buyurmustur: "Hic kimse, kendi emegi ile kazandigin-

dan daha hayirli bir sey yemedi. Allah’in Nebisi Davut kendi ka-
zandigindan yerdi. (Buhari, 11, s. 57) Hz. Peygamber bu hadisle

Prophet Muhammad (saw) remarked on the superior position
of trustworthy merchants in another hadith and said, ‘A faithful
and reliable Muslim merchant will be with the martyrs on the day
of resurrection” (Suyuti, Camiu's-Sagir, Beirut 2006, II, p. 46.)

Commercial morality is important for the development and
progress of the countries. For example, it was not only the army
that gave the Ottoman Empire the sp|eno|our of sfrengfh and
migh‘r, but also trust, mutual love and respect, commitment,
morality and virtue and mutual cross servicing among the mer-
chants. Since people will not make sufficient contributions to the
justice of social justice, which is targeted by law and material
investments, peop|e are abstained from stinginess, |ovishness, the
discrimination of the rich and overdependence on earthly pos-
sessions with moral sanctions. People are suggested to behave
in an ethical manner in the economic, socio|, po|iﬂco|, scientific
and all other dimensions of their personal lives. Islam forbids any
kind of uncertainty, cheoﬁng and decepﬁon in business life. It
bases the validity of legal dispositions on a full transparency of
freedom of will and manners. Prophet Muhammad (saw) said
the following with regard to this subject, "A story from Abdullah
B. Omar: A man told Prophet Muhammad that he was deceived
while shopping. Then Prophet Muhammad said to the man,

One of the important ethical principles of business life is the
precise measurement and scale. In the Quran, it is desired that
both measurement and weighing should be done properly and
that the measuring instruments should be reliable. The general
and universal principles are mentioned in the following verses:
"Measure properly and measure with proper scales. This is both
better and more well-favoured for the scaling” (Isra, 17/35), "Hold
the scales with justice, and do not mismeasure it." (Rahman,
55/9) and "Measure justly” (Enam, 6/152).

According to lbn Abbas (68/687), Prophet Muhammad (saw)
said the following about those who measure, “You have been
given the task to do these two important works, and the previ-
ous nations before you were also destroyed because of them”
(Tirmizi, BuyG 9). Prophet Muhammad (saw) also said, “When
you sell something, measure it when you buy something, have

it measure.” (Bukhari, Buyd '51).

The quantity of the goods on the market is known because of
the measuring. In addition, traders have the opportunity to
know the real amount of profit they have achieved in real ma-
neuvers. The consumer determines his consumption according
to his economic level. As a result, measuring justly will bring a

blessing for both producers and consumers.

It is noteworthy that the Quran pointed to a level that civilized
societies have just reached at a time when paper and pen are
rarely found in a verse known as the “miidayene verse”. The
verse, which regulated the principles of borrowing about 1400
years ago in detail, is as follows,

"0 believers! Write it down when you owe each other up
to a certain date. Let a scribe who is well-known for being
trustworthy write the amount of loan down.”
(Bakara, 2/282)

Another moral principle of Islam is granting time for the debtor
to pay his debt when he is in dire straits and acquitting the debt,
if possible.

The Almighty God said the following in a verse, “If the borrower
is in dire straits, you have to give him time until he has money.
If you know this, it is better for you to not take the debt. “(Ba-
kara, 2/282) It was said that if a person, who has the ability to
pay, delays to pay his debt on time, it would be considered as
persecution. The hadith, which reads, ‘It is considered a per-

secution if a person, who has the ability to pay, delays to pay

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his debt on time” (Buhari, Havale, 1,2), presents a provision in
the Quran that would prevent the exploitation of the situation
in favour of the debtor and equi|ibrofec| the righfs of debtors
and debtees. Islamic law allows the debtors, who do not have
enough money to make the payment, fo have more time and
even fo let go of their debts, if possible, in order to prevent the
debtor from falling into the debt spiral and becoming in a bad
situation financially. There are a number of lessons that economic
systems today should take from this principle in the Quran: The
fact that the borrower is solely responsible for the property when
the borrower is not able to pay the debt should not be ignored
and the borrower should not be face imprisonment. The borrower

should not be made to get inferest |oo, which is a vicious cycle

and worsens the financial situation, in order to pay his debt,

It is a fundamental princip|e to demand the fulfilment of the
requirements of the contracts, provided that they remain within
the legitimate boundaries of Islam. Concerning the fulfilment of
the requirements of the contracts and promises, It is understood
from the verses "O believers! Fulfil the contractual provisions
you have made.” and “Fulfil your promise because the promise
given requires responsibility.” (Isra, 17/34) that it is a religious

obligation to fulfil the requirements of agreements.

Some types of shopping that do not conform to trade ethics
are forbidden in Islam. There is a hadith regarding the types of
shopping that Islam has forbidden, "According to Abdullah b.
Omer. Prophet Muhammad (saw) said, ‘One of you should not
do shopping over another one’s shopping. You shall not welcome
the merchant who brings merchandise on the road until he also
brings the goods to the market. (Ebti Davud, Buyd' 17) Another
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60) seklindeki rivayetleri Hz. Peygamber'in (s.a.s.) musteri kizis-
tirmayi yasakladigini oglk bir §el<i|c|e gostermektedir. Ayni §eki|o|e
Islam karaborsacih@i yasaklamis, stokculuk yapan karaborsaci
Hz.

(Bakara, 2/275) Faiz; kargiliksiz ve emeksiz para
kazanma yolu olmasi sebebiyle haram kilinmighr. Ciinki mal,
insanin diinyalik ihtiyaclarini temin etmek icin Allah tarafindan
insana veri|mi§ bir nimettir.

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sales type that Islam has forbidden is provoking the customers
against each other. The narration of Ebi Hureyre, which reads,
"Do not provoke the customer” and the narration of Ibn Omer,
which reads, “Prophet Muhammad (saw) told us not to provoke
the customer.” (Buhari, Buy(i 60) clearly shows us that Prophet
Muhammad (saw) has forbidden provoking the customers. Like-
wise, Islam banned black marketing and Prophet Muhammad
(saw) decried a black marketer who stockpiles by saying, “What
a bad human being a black marketer is! He feels sorry when the
prices go down and becomes happy when he hears that they go
up.’(Tecrid-i Sarih, VI, 549) The situation of a black marketer is
explained in another hadith as follows, “Someone who stored
food for 40 nights (when needed) has become distant from
God." (Ahmed b. Hanbel, el-Miisned, 1I, p.33)

Another issue that should be paid attention in the business ethics
of Islam is about not selling personal properties before receiving
them. What should be considered is related to the fact that
securities are not sold before they are crooked. The reason for
the sale ban for not se||ing before receiving the goods could be
better understood when we know that it is risky for the current
economic balances to conduct some commercial activities on
paper (bill) which do not correspond to anything in real life. The
provision of the sale ban before receiving the gooo|s is set on
stone with a hadith. In that hadith, Prophet Muhammad (saw)
said, "Whoever buys food, shall not sell it to someone else unless
he receives it" (Buhari, By 54, 55)

The most important condition that the legal transactions related
to trade must bear in Islam is that the |egq| transaction has to
stay away from interest and the doubt of interest. Interest was
gradually banned in Islam. The interest was completely banned
in the 8th year of Hijrah with the following verse, “Those who use
interest shall only rise from their graves like someone (taken by
devil). This situation will happen due to them saying “Shopping
is just like interest.” But God allowed shopping but forbid inter-
est” (Bakara, 2/275) Interest is forbidden because it is a way
to earn money without labour. Because property is a blessing
given to man by God in order to provide him with his earthly
needs. The goods shall not be trespassed as property is one of
the protected rights of people like life and body. If the owner
takes interest at his own interest, it cannot chonge the fact that
interest is forbidden. Interest paro|yses trade, which is for the

benefit of people. It neutralizes working that is an Islamic order.

In
what sense are ’rhey used, brother and generous are comp|emen’rory
concepts. Akhism is a form of “fiitiivvet” institution established by the
Abbasid caliph Nasir Lidinillah in the Islamic world has existed since
the Xl century in Anatolia. Because it is compatible with the under-
s’ronding of life and world of Muslim-Anatolian tradesmen Akhism
spread among them, it is also the name of a civil reconstruction that
spread among non-tradesmen people who have various profes-
sions under the leadership of Ahi Evran-i Veli in Anatolia, Balkans,
Middle-East, and Caucasus. It is an organization that continued the
existence of Anatolia Muslim-Turkish society up to the present - as well
asthe vi||c1gers - and can provide the unity and so|io|ori’ry, prosperity
and order of their society and respond to the material and moral
needs of them. Purpose and s’ry|e of work; a foundation that engoged
in industrial, commercial, mi|iJrory, economic, social, educational, and
cultural activities which is ’rhough‘r fo Worship fhrough the disciphne
of job, profession, ethics, and the hierorchy of sheikh, master, head-
worker, apprentice, and stooge determined by Ahfisecerendmeve
fittivvetndme that can be described as a kind of special regulation

with the love for community service.

His
imprint is Ebu’l-Hakayik (the father of the truths) and his nickname
is Nasirtiddin that means “assistant of religion”. With the Akhi orga-
nization he tried to ensure economic order in Anatolia. He fough’r for
unity and harmony in Konya, Kayseri, and Kirsehir against Mongols.
On the other hand he became the “sultan” of the hearts of the people
with the admiration of the wide interest and love that surrounds him.
Ahi Evran's 93-years lifetime (he has lived 90 years according to
the Gregorian calendar) lasted with struggles. But no doubt that his
greatest s’rrugg|e was against his soul.

Ahi Evran's life is filled with distinguished examples. That is why he
has established and made prevo|en’r the Akhi |odges with a |onging
for a community of honest, hardworking, generous people. While Aht
Evran ‘rough’r re|igious—1coi‘rh, socio|, e’rhic, and commercial lessons at
nights to Muslim-Anatolian teens, he was also teaching the professions
at noon. So, he has he|ped young peop|e to think about afterlife and
to grow them properly. This sense of moral appeared in especially in
his commercial and business life. When an Ottoman Sultan Osman
Bey ask to Sheikh Edibali's daughter for wifehood, he was asked as
if he had a job or not. Osman Bey replied: “| am a governor. Isn't it
enough foryou? | am Kayi governor.” Sheikh Edibali answered: “this
is not enough.” Therefore, Osman Bey learned a profession, suited
Sed and then asks fo Sheikh Edibali’'s daughter for wifehood again.

Ottoman’s first four governors had a profession at the same time.

Morality of Akhism in Business and Commerce

Moral values are at the forefront of today’s world's most needed
values. Moral corruption or co||opse accelerates the governing decoy
of communities in commercial, economic, and social life without
morality. Hence, moral values are very important elements that bring
societies fo a respec’rolo|e p|oce. It is not possib|e for societies to be
virtuous in social life without morality. It is also not possible for a
heo|‘rhy economic and commercial life that is not based on morct|i’ry
to survive.

Since
there is no money ambition, there is no tradition of weak economic
moro|ify, such as moking money fo earn a lot of money. Todoy, the
civilized world countries fry fo create and dominate these values in
commercial and socidl life, but the desired positive developments
are not suﬁcicienﬂy achieved. Akhi culture and phi|osop|’1y has o|woys

been a source of inspiration for businessmen and trades.

The artisan
pocked oniy one of them and extended the list to the Sultan
saying; ‘my neighbour has recently opened his shop so you can
buy the rest from him". The Sultan went to the next shop and
handed the long list, yet that shop owner prepared solely one
item and gave the list back. He told the Sultan; "my neighbour
has not sold anything yet; thus, you can buy the rest from him”. In
the end, Fatih the Conqueror cited this good-saying; “As long as
we have such well-behaved merchants, not only can we conquer
Istanbul, but also the whole World.” This situation illustrates the
significance and Notion of morality that organisation of Akhism

gives merchants.

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THE UNDERSTANDING
OF TRADE AND

SOME FIRMS IN
OTTOMAN EMPIRE

The Ottoman government viewed foreign trade as a means of
preventing the shortages and famines, meeting the needs of
the pc1|c1ce, the army and the urban consumers. For this reason,
mercantilists have limited their imports and applied the imposi-
tion of export promotion practices, have suppor’red imports af
all times, and export has been limited to the limitations when
it oppeored necessary. In the Ottoman Empire, Foreign mer-
chants and foreign maritime folks were both encouraged to
bring in gooo|s and to provide income to the state customs tax.
As a result, the state’s freasury has been increased with customs
revenues and the needs of consumers have been met. The at-
titude of the Ottoman State about imports kept the needs of
the consumers and especio”y the needs of the army in the war
period in the foreground. In this context, they took tax to prevent
valuable mines such as copper, go|d and silver from |eoving
the country more than persono| and commercial goocls in the
caravans going to the Iranian route. Because, in a |orge part
of its history, the financial system was based on the revenues
derived from precious metals, it was of great importance that
these precious mines did not leave the country in order for the
Ottoman Empire to print money. According to the ltalian trav-
eller, Vicento D'Alessandri, in the 17th century, Iran had 20%
of silver, 14% to 15% of gold and 18% to 20% of copper from
the Ottoman State since it had no precious metals at this time.
Todoy, the purchcse of go|o| and valuable commodities from
Iran by our country for oil products is perhaps a miracle from
the past. Another priority in Otfoman foreign trade po|icies has
been the desire and the anxiety to win friendships in international
relations. In other words, the Ottoman government saw foreign

trade as a means of foreign policy.

In the Ottoman Empire, internal customs walls existed between
the cities. Traders from one city fo another went fo pay taxes for
their new markets. With this policy, the Ottoman State first tried
to sell it to another p|c1ce after the necessity of the p|0ce where
the product was extracted was met. In the Ottoman Empire,

taxes were taken in different amounts for camels and horses in
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Osmanli Devletinde ic ticarette ise iller arasinda i¢ gtimriik
duvarlari bulunmaktadir.

Han

Hanlar genel olarak sehir merkezlerinde kervansaraylar ise kir-
sal alanlarda kervanlarin ihtiyaglan distindlerek yapilmis olan
yapilardir. "Han" kelimesi Farsca ev anlamina gelmekle birlikte
Osmanli Devleti'nde sehirlerde yolcularin konaklayabilecegi,
yemegini yiyebilecedi, mallarin ticaretinin yapilabilecedi bir an-

lamda ticaretin kalbinin athgi yerlerdir. Yine kervansaraylardan
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taxes were not valid for animals carrying other loads other than
commercial goods on the caravan. The tax was only available
for the goods, which merchants traded. The caravan was in-
spected by the customs authorities when they arrived to a city.
Then the taxes were taken qccording to the load he carried and

the merchant’'s wealth.

Tax Evasion at Customs

In the 17th century, especially in Baghdad, when merchants were
approaching the city, they gave some of the villagers around
them goods for a certain fee, and fhrough them, fhey carried
their goods to the city without any tax. Another way of smug-
gling goods from customs was giving valuable goods to women
because they were not sought and therefore they hid the goods
under their clothes so the goods could be smuggled into. Espe-
cially foreign traders applied this way. Traders from lzmir and
Istanbul tried to give less tax by hiding valuable gooo|s such as
silk in the vineyards or the homes of their acquaintances before

+hey arrived inns and caravansaries where taxes were collected.

Inn

The inns are generally built in city centres, while caravansaries
are built in rural areas with the caravan by foking caravans
needs info consideration. "Han" means house in Persian. It means
where travellers can stay, eat and +roo|e, in a way where the
heart of the trade beats, in Ottoman Empire. Agoin, different
from caravansaries, travellers could stay as |ong as +hey wanted
in those places. Merchants, passengers and caravan owners
have to pay a certain fee to stay here. At the same time, these
centres are places where commercial activities are carried out
and commercial goods are protected. Generally built on two
floors, the bui|o|ings have robust doors made of iron. As in the

caravansaries, the stables are usua”y made in the direction

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of the exit door, 0||owing them to see their animals from the
places they are staying. Feeders were built against the walls in
general and animals were generally fed from feedbags. The
general rule in inns and caravansaries was that first comer was
first served. There were no classes or privileges in this service. In
some areas, inns have now been used as soldier and police spots
because of their fortuitous position in the place of commerce.
The inns are also the starting point of the caravans. At the same
time, the merchants took goods from here and travelled from
here with the cargo animals they were taking. The innkeeper,
who had so much preoccupation for both commercial sense
and transportation, also had a number of obligations. These
include compensating for such losses and ensuring the safety of
customers, as fhey are responsib|e for lost and stolen property
in the inns. If the innkeeper does not fulfil his obligations, he
is responsible for all kinds of activities. Because of this sort of
security affairs, caravans enter the inn at night and could not
even go out until morning. At these entrances, the innkeeper
certainly registers for passengers and merchants in order to avoid
any hurdles and counts the goods‘ Before he let the travellers
to move, he is obliged to ask: "Hey! Moslems are your goods
and lives complete?” If there is no problem, travellers answer:

"All are complete, may God's mercy and grace be upon him!”

Covered Bazaar

Covered Bazaar, originated from “Bezistan’, is a place known
as where textile goods were traded earlier. Later, they came
to the forefront as genero| bazaars where other goods were
also sold. The covered bazaars generally referred to market
places where caravans brought merchandise in cities, especially
domed, over stone, sheltered against fire, pro’recfed by iron

bars. As the bazaars were more sheltered than the inns, it was

preferred to hiding valuable goods. For this reason, soldiers

Checkweigher

It is suggested that the word “campana’, meaning “big scale,
bascule” which was transferred from Latin to Persian; from Per-
sian to Arabic as “kabban’; from Arabic to Turkish as "kapan”
(checkweigher). The person using the checkweigher was called
as "kabbani” and the institution in which sales were conducted
was named as “Divaniil-kabbani”. From the first establishment
of the Ottomans it is the name given to the p|oces where the
materials such as oil, honey, flour, food, grain, coffee, silk and
cotton are brough’r to the cities and their prices are determined
and sold. These checkweighers are also recognized by the prod-
ucts ’rhey are stored at the same time. Flour Checkweigher, Qll
Checkweigher, Wheat Checkweigher meant market and storage
of those produc’rs. In this context, soaps and other gooc|s were
brought to the caravansary named Vekaletii's-sabiin from Da-
mascus and Syria to Egypt in 1559; and they were distributed
to the city. For the products brought to the traps, the state took
a certain warehouse fee and put a standard price called “narh”
(officially fixed price) for the people not to be robbed by the
merchants at exorbitant prices when necessary. Especio”y in
Istanbul, the sale of the goods and the goods imported from
abroad was carried out in these checkweighers by the partic-
ipation of the head stout-hearted (yigitbast) and elders under
the supervision of the civil servants. Thus, the sale of gooo|s with
fraudulent and overpriced prices has been prevented and it has

been ensured that everyone can obtain gooc|s ectsi|y.

The most important he|pers of the checkweigher merchants were
the “clerks”. The merchant sent the clerk to the production areas,
giving the copi’ra| needed fo buy grain, and ’rhey would bring
the goods they bought to the checkweigher of the city with the
ships. The clerks had to have a decree or a memorandum about
their duties in order to be able to do this job. From the middle
of the 19th century, every produc’rion centre was connected to
a pier and it was estimated by checkweigher merchants how

much to buy grains from towns.

Lodges

It is the name of a special place where various functions related
to the orgcmised merchants’ union are carried out; and also
goined a meaning that meant orgcnised merchant groups. The
word comes from ltalian “loggia”. The loge in French is passed
as a lodge in Turkish and means “cell or room, specially allo-
cated space”. There is no certain information on when the word

lodge was used in Ottoman related to merchant organisation.

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However, it can be said that the Italian city states, especially the
commercial relations of Venice, Genoese and Raguzans with the
Ottoman State, are effective in the emergence of this expression.
It is known that they used this word especially for the rooms and
inns where the foreign commercial representatives who settled

in and around Galata, and this became Widespreooi over time.

The |oo|ge name, used in two different meanings, is used first as
a speciiic pioce where various functions of the orgonizeoi trades
are performed. More specifically, refers to the place where the
orgcmized merchants (ciiombericiin, head sfouf—heorieoi, or-
dinance masters, eic.) provide the necessary raw materials,
distribute the raw moiericﬂs, store the raw materials when nec-
essary, and perform quality control of the finished goods. The
|oo|ge also has a specici pioce where the chiefs, ciignifories
and assistants of the tradesmen are gathered with the purpose
of oppiying, reorganizing, ciionging their own organization,
disciplining them to comply with the laws of the other ethnic
groups and the state, discussing every aspect of their artisan
organizations. In short, the lodge is the name of the common

room or poriiomeni of orgcmizeci tradesmen.

There is a reactive side to Islamic economy in a way. You may
think that there wouldn't be independent science, in other words
the industrial revolution and its ideo|ogy, in the West at the end

of the 17th century and some‘rhmg called Islamic economy as a

Many works, por’ricu|or|y
in English, that could be gathered under the title of Islamic
Economics were started to be carried out especio“y after the
Second World War. These studies have practical value. We can
exp|oin it like this: As we all know, Islamic countries started to
gain independence after the Second World War. There were
hqrc“y any independen’r Islamic countries before this period.
There was only Turkey. We may not say it is not relevant but
there was or1|y Turkey that was independen’r, Fough’r for its inde-
pendence and won the battle. We might also think of Afghan-
istan in this respect, but other countries, all Islamic countries
were all colonies. As a result of gaining their independence
after World War |l, people started to preoccupy themselves
with questions like “What about our law?’, “What about our
administrative system?”, “"What about our economy?”. That's
how Islamic economic was born. These talks started to emerge
from the Eng|ish-speoking Muslims, which were Muslim Indians.
But before that, we know that similar studies were conducted
in the Arab countries. Similar studies mos’r|y appear from the
organizations like Muslim Brothers as a result of the studies
initiated by people like Hasan el-Bennd. In other words, there
has been a pursuit for it and the Muslim society was working

to find a suitable economic system for them.

Is there an equivalent of these studies in figh?

As is known, figh books usually consist of three parts; “worship’,
“behaviours” and “punishment”. In addition, “miinakaat” is also
included in some ﬁqh books. When we look at collection of Fiqh
books, we see that almost half of the topics in the “behaviours”
section are about economics. Some of the issues related to
worship are also directly related to economics. For example,
zakat is ’ro’ro”y about economics. It deals with social security,
tax and finance. We also need to say that chapters such as
"mehir” in the "munakaat” section are also related to economics.
That is to say, "Fikh'ul Iktisat” is also the second topic of Islamic

economics. There is @ s’rudy that can be named as economic

thought as the third topic. The emergence of economic thought

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the 9th century. Studies started to be carried out starting from
the Abbasid perioo|. Some of them were translated from Clas-
sical Greek. However, from that period on, many small epistles
on lslamic economics and big research books or reports, or
p|eodings given to the state begon to emerge. Some of these
are related to land and ogricu|’rure. [ am fo||<ing about the works
in the type of "Kitabti'l Harac”. Some of them are related to
macroeconomics or government. These are the books that fall
under the scope of the type of "Ahkam-i Sultaniye”. In addition,
there are p|en’ry of epis’r|es related to trade. For exomp|e, when
we look at the titles of books or episﬂes related to trade, we come
across very interesting names. Let me tell you one of them. It is
the translation of the title of Cahiz's book “Ticaret-il Meta”. It is
about the nature of officers. In other words, it means that peop|e
should not be civil servants and should work in the field of trade.
Starting from the 9th and 10th centuries, peop|e start to write
similar books and epistles in order to accustom muslims to trade.
We may talk about the reason behind it later. Butin a nu’rshe”,
we can say that Islamic economics is an economy that attaches
importance to trade. It is an economy that cares especio”y about
international trade. Why? That is why it is value that is mostly
produced in international frade. In short, both space value and
time value are produced. The |onger the distance gefs; the more
value and importance of trade and profi’r increases. That is W|’1y,
we can say that Islamic economics is a profitable economy. Riba
is not a directional economy. It pays attention to risk as much
as possible. It is not a monetary risk. It is a business and trade
risk. It foresees an economic system that cares about it. That is

why, trade can be seen by Muslims and the Islamic economics

As you know, there is a hadith
of Prophet Muhammad (S.AW.) which goes, “Nine out of ten
sustenance is in trade.” It does not mean that one person will
produce the goods and nine people will transfer them. | believe
that Prophet Muhammad (S.AW.) wanted to say that people
should produce products that are marketable in the market
instead of being self-sufficient. In other words, ’rhey wanted
them to produce in abundance. We can interpret this hadith
as commercialization of produc’rion as well as promotion of
production for the market. That is why, so many epistles on
trade were written. We see the same opprooch in later periods.
In other words, the same fhing was recorded on the mithimme

notes, mihimme records in the Ottoman period.

How did Muslims begin to manage the studies on Islamic

economics and the issue of finance?

| think there are a few elements to it. One of them is the stud-
ies on the his’rory of Islamic economics, which are not many
today. Most of them are conducted by the Westerners. For
instance, we can see that the majority of those who studied
about the early periods of Islam are the Westerners. Moreover,
if we were to look info it ’rodoy, we can see that a significant
part of the peop|e Working in the archives, even cluring the
Ottoman period, was the westerners. They migh’r have searched
for different things. But the things they have revealed could also
be considered as material for us. | also think it is beneficial to
emphasize about the history of the Ottomans or the history
of Islamic economics. It is not possib|e to make a his’rory of
|slamic economics without establishing a relationship between
the basic princip|es of Islam and economics. It is not that there
are no such studies. There are many studies like that. But we
have to deﬁni’re|y relate it to his‘rory. We also have to relate it
to the basic principles of Islam. Moreover, we have to base
Islamic economics on Islam. In other words, they have to be
based on the Qur'an and Sunna. You cannot think of Islamic
economics without the Qur'an and Sunna. What will it turn
into? It will become Islamic capitalism. As you know, there are
even books called Islamic capi’ro|ism nowodoys‘ It is said that
Muslims created a completely capitalist system that enables
the proposc1| of specific elements to institutions. There are
also those who say that we could interpret it as a variant of
copi’rohsm. The main reason for this is that Islamic economics
and Islamic history was considerably removed from the Qur'an
and Sunna. Therefore, it would be better to interpret the event
called Islamic finance in this manner. In other words, it is easy
for Islamic finance to lean towards the element that could be
called Islamic copi+o|ism and when we look at it Todoy, we can
say that the subjec’rs of Islamic finance consists most of studies
of Islamic economics. What is the reason behind it? Why do

It could
be considered as a trap. In any case, in a nutshell, many studies
on lslamic economics have been carried out. Of course, Islamic
finance has also found the possibility to become institutionalized
’rodcy. This institutionalization oc’ruo”y begins in the late 19th
century. The Islamic world has begun to become a dependent
subdivision. | also have to emphosize that there has been an
economic development in the 19th century. When we think of the
Islamic world, especio”y in the context of the Ottoman Empire,
in the 19th century, the foreign trade volume in the Ottoman
Empire grew more than 10 times between 1800 and 1914. This
is, in Fact a major deve|opmen+ for Islamic economics. 10 times
economic grow’rh in the 19th century... But there is a prob|em
here. There is growth but, as some economists have said, it
is a dependen’r grow’rh. Copi’ro|ism starts to direct the lslamic
world starting from the 19th century. We should keep this in
mind. Again, because of this progress, the doubt consisting
the question of "Are studies on Islamic economics also a vari-
ant of Islamic capitalism?” as there are many signs of it. Some
of the books we read as Islamic economics, especially in the
early periods, well not even the early periods but in the 1970,
were using similar expressions. We have read expressions like
“Islam wants to set up a capitalist system.” and “It aims to create
a capitalist economy.” but we did not care much about them
then. But it is possib|e fo interpret it as a po|i’rico| element that
the West has introduced to us. In other words, the Westerners
seize this o|eve|opmen’r and manage it occording to their own
will. We should not fall into this trap. We need to develop the
Islamic economics within its own |ogic and its own system, in a
way that originates from the Qur'an and hadith. We can say
“Islamic finance” as much as we want but it will not be beneficent
in ferms of Islam without this development. lts existence can be
accep’red as an existing copi’rohs’r institution or even a pursuit. But

it cannot be considered as an Islamic system. We should make a

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distinction here. We can think of this distinction only in the logic
of Islam and progress, not in order to benefit from something
specific. It would be better to divide the Islamic economics into
two sections: “lslamic economics in an ideal sense” and “Islamic
economics in the sense of transitional or intermediate solution.
In other words, it is important to emphosize that a significcmf
part of the institutions what we consider Islamic finance today

are transitional institutions.

Are these transitional institutions ideal institutions in terms
of Islam?

It is a bit difficult to say that they are ideal Islamic institutions.
That is why, we consider them as an interim solution or transi-
tional institutions with the names private financial institutions,
interest-free banks, Islamic banks or participation banks. Why
is it a transitional institution? Is the Islamic economics a credit
economy? ls it the equity economy? We first have to decide on
it. We can see that the Islamic economy is an equity economy
when we look at the principles of Islam that are based on the
Qur'an and hadiths. If we were to look at the same sources once
again, we see that the Islamic economics is an economy based
on labour, not capital. There are several types of this labour.
One of them is to carry out enterprises, organizations and taking
business risks in the sense of mental labour. The Islamic fukaha
technically calls it "daman’. For instance, this is an important
thing; | mean to take business risks. The type of risk that Islam
does not want is money risk. We can say that the most important

part of ribd is money risk. Islam is against it.

Has the modern Islamic economics taken care of the issues

of interest and rib&?

TBasically, it is difficult to say that this problem has been re-
solved. Why is it difficult? Because riba and interest have been
considered haram for centuries. Muslims should stay away
from the banks. They should stay away from interest-bearing
transactions. Instead, they should deal with their money related
problems with institutions such as participation banks. So, we
can see this as an implementation that started from mounts of
piety. There is the case of mount of piety that has been going
on since the time of Ebu Soud, in other woro|s, the 16th century.
Today there are participation banks. All of these could be named
as pursuits. How can we interpret Islam and Islamic countries
about credits? In some cases, there are even negative situations.
In other words, there may be practices that are hile-i seriyye. It
is necessary fo evaluate them restrainedly. Although this issue

is talked so often nowodoys, it cannot be resolved.

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Why cannot this problem be resolved? Or what should be

done to resolve it?

The first case is as fo”ows; | think we have to first define the
word “riba”. We need to use ribd instead of interest. Why? Has
it been used technically? If we were to look at the Qur'an and
hadith as well as the Fiqh books, we could see three types of
“rib&”". One of them is “riba el nesie”. It can be called as credit
“riba” or shopping “riba”. It was forbidden by the verses of the
Quran. The second one is “riba el fazl". It is a “riba” that occurs
in exchanges and shopping. The third one is “beyyii| garar”. It
could be thought as a way of earning profits from uncertain sit-
uations. Islam does not want that either. In short, Islam does not
want you to make money out of speculative transactions. Now,
it would be better to discuss the first one “beyyti'l garar” here.
The prohibi‘rion of riba, ’roking back more than the amount of @
debt or loan, was a case that took place in the coin regimes. First,
we need to identify it. It is a case we see in economies without
inflation. That is the first point. The inferest that is argued to be
forbidden nowadays is a case that paper money economies has
brought up and term that also includes inflationary gross interest
rates. Now we need to make a distinction here. In this respect,
Islam forbids the ribd that appears in in coin economies. Does
this paper interfere with the riba that shows up in paper money
economies? | do not think it does. Because it is the same logic.
There is a surplus, and the name of that surplus is the rightful
share. You are crushing the weak, after all. Money is transferred
from the weak ’rhrough a powerFu| riba. A fortune is transferred.
Islam does not want that. It does not want those who are strong
to benefit from weak by taking advantage of their weakness and
refuses the term “add fu mudaf” which means layered interest.
When we look at the modern times, we see there are the inter-
ests of pawnbrokers. That is how they work. If we were to leave
them aside, do we face with a similar situation when we look at
the interest rates of the banks? For example, do depositors pay
inferest to the banks? Or do banks pay interest to depositors?
There is @ prob|em here. Do those who are weak pay interest
to those who are strong or vice versa? If we were to think of
the banks, those who are strong pay interest to those who are
strong. Now there is a prob|em here. We need to resolve this
problem. Then we need to reconsider the concept of riba. We
see that some lslamic scholars gave an answer to this. There are
those who say bank interests are halal. Muhammad Abduh and
Sheikh Muhammad Seltut, an Egyptian ulama, said that. Even
Ali Abdurresul, an Islamic economist, agrees with that. In a nut-
shell, they say that bank interests are halal and are considered
as neither interest nor ribd. They also say that bond yields are
not considered as interests, in other words, rib&. The riba that
is forbidden by the Quran mentions a case where those who

are strong crush those who are weak. There is no such case in

These
can be debated in some way. However, the main thing is that
interests we see especially in the international financial market
today, thought as the cases of those who are strong crush those
who are weak which result in righffu| share, are interests that are
not wanted by Islam and put the Islamic countries in a passive
position. And it has to be eliminated in the world system. That
is how the situation looks from one point. We also need to look
at it from another perspective.

Almost all of the crises in the world are ribé crises, interest crises
or credit crises. If you think of crisis in a very broad sense as the
opocc||y|ose of economy, the reason is interests and credits. What
is the total national income of the world, the total amount of
goods and services produced by the countries, in the years 2016
and 20177 we can make a rough calculation. There is a pro-
duction volume as large as $80 trillion. There is the production
of gooo|s and services in the world. About 10 times of that, in
other words $80 trillion, do not correspond to real produc‘rion.
It's all related to finance. We can see them in 1939 or earlier,
but interest credits are also the main reasons of the crises that
have emerged increasingly since the 1930s. We have seen the
last exomp|e in 2001, then in 2008. The main reason for the
resulting of credit bubbles is interest. So we need to emphasize
this. This opprooch which has been shown towards interests
in the present capitalist system has become an indispensable
element of interest and capitalism today. Thus, with the interest
becoming an unused element, the copi‘ro|is‘r economy continues
to fall into great depression. But | want to say this in order to
make a comparison with the past. When we look at the par-
ficipation banks in the Ottoman Empire or Islamic world, we
see that interests were applied especially in the first periods. it
is not possible to deny it even if it is a covered interest. But that
is a very unusual case. It is not a case that affects the economy.
Today, it is a case that affects the world economy. The applica-
tion of interest rates in the Islamic world is unique and generally
related to the finoncing of social security. However, it is ’ro‘ro”y
commercial today and it affects the entire economy. It affects

the monetary system. For instance, the applications of monetary

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po|icies in central banks are en’rire|y based on interests. Interests
are based on their growth. Therefore, the Islamic economics
does not consider inferests as policy elements. This may be one
of the most fundamental differences between copi’ro|ism and

the lslamic economics.

How was the general orientation of the Islamic economy

in the Golden Age?

As we know, the Islamic economics originofed in Arabia. Islam
also originated in Arabia. What was the characteristic of Arabia?
Why didn't Islam originate in Mexico? Or why did it originate
in Arabia, and not in Anatolia or Central Asia? In fact, | think
that the economic principles can explain why lIslam originated
in Arabia. What was the main reason? Why did Islam originate
in Arabia? Because, Arabia was the most important economic
region of the world in terms of trade at the time. The world's most
important trade route was the spice trade route. The spice trade
route passed through the heart of Arabia. There were many
towns and fairgrounds between Yemen and Mecca. The route
followed the path of Medina, Syria, Egypt and Europe. This
trade route brought out the society that Islam could address to.
We can talk about a few elements that were brought by Islam.
The first one is clarity. Islam made commerce clear. As | have
emphasized earlier, it has removed commerce from uncertainty
and made it clear. The second one is the case that could be
seen in riba-1 fazl. Islam wanted commerce that mostly has
retail exchanges to be taken out of the exchange zone and to
be included in monetary economy as much as possible. Prophet
Muhammad (S.AW.) says "Use money.” in the hadiths. Why?
People cannot get the others’ fair shares when they use money.
In short, they can do shopping in a fair way. The commerce will
be carried out in a clear way. When you trade a kilo or a bag of
wheat with two bags of barley, there may be problems related
to the rightful share. But if you use money, there will be fewer
problems. That is why Islam and Prophet Muhammad (S.AW.)
emphasize money exchange. He tells us to use money. Then,
the economy has got clearer. Thus, the development of the use
of money in the spice trade route is an element that was largely
promoted by the hadiths of riba-1 fazl. The third issue is related
to riba. It is the elimination of uncertainties. Islam does not like
ambiguity and uncertainty. That is why it wants the production of
exchange and such to be conducted as clear as possible. Starting
from this point of view, we can say this: The Islamic economics
attaches importance to production and pushes finance into
the background. We may not say it as “finance” but the Islamic
economics want partnerships or capitals to be increased through

partnership. [t wants the use of credits to be minimized.

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Finally, do you think that there are enough studies

on the history of Islamic economics and Islamic finance?

There are not many studies on the history of Islamic economics
and the intellectual dimension of this issue ’rocloy. However, we
can say that there are so many studies on banking. The main
reason is an important window within the copi’ro|is’r activities. Be-
cause even many Western banks are working on Islamic finance,
dis‘rribu’ring credits, and uses profi’r shares. Not on|y Muslim
countries, but also Western banks do it. There are prob|ems
here. The first prob|em is: Does the modern copi’rohsm need
it? Or does lslamic economics need it? First of all, it seems like
modern cqpi’rohsm needs them. Muslims also need them. What
do Muslims need? Escaping from interests. A Muslim is disturbed
by interests. But there must be some’rhing else that also disturbs
a Muslim. Muslims have to refrain themselves from credits as
much as possib|e. That was the first one. Secono”y, ’rhey need fo
deve|op economy as moro||y as possib|e. That is to say, even the
Westerners argue that the basis of economy is ethics. Muslims
must know that it has to be like that. So we can see many ex-
omp|es of this in the economy. In other words, commerce should
not deter peop|e from remembering Allah. Quran tells us that
it should not deter them from that righ’reousness that lslam has
brought. In short, morality in economy is important in this context.
This should not be removed, but we can still see that financial
approach and institutions are important, particularly when we
speok of Islamic economics ’roo|0y. Moybe it is important for us,
but when we look at the situation in the world, it is not possible
fo say that there is a considerable percentage. In other words,
the conventional banking system is 96% in the world. But the
share of participation bonking or interest-free bonking in the
whole world is in the 27th place in terms of the sum of assets

on the balance sheet.

If we think of Turkey, conventional bonking is also around 96% in
Turkey. Interest-free banking is 4%. | think the rate of participa-
fion bonking will increase groduo”y, especio”y in Tur|<ey. Despite
the efforts and studies of the government, it is possible to say
that there could be a decrease. Now, there is a prob|em here.
The problem is not just an economic problem. It is a civilization
prob|em. Aren't Muslims a society that has a civilization and
history? Here is the problem. If you continue to be a passive
element of copi’ro|ism, you can continue this way. But if you
want to establish a civilization and put forth a new element that
grouncls and o|eve|ops the economy, you need to bring a new

look to the economic and social issues.

In other

words, interest is also an obstacle to economy on the way to

reach the level of full employed. Another negative influence of

the interest on the economy is that it increases the manufacturing

costs artificially. The producer definitely has to add the interest

costs to the producf that s/he produces if s/he gets on his/her
manufacturing with a loan with interest. The rate costs will be

added to the prices for a few times at the every stage of produc—

i tion if the use of the loan with interest in the sectors is common.

l il As an example, in the textile sector, the cotton manufacturer will

reflect the costs of the loan that they have used in the price of
cotton which is the first stage of the production. Cost of a loan
is reflected again and again to price of producf until produd
takes last shope,- for exomp|e, a transporter adds carrying cost;
a painter of clothes adds price of paint; a producer adds on the
last shope of textile producf. Another negative effect of inferest
on economy is that it breaks the justice of distribution of income.
Interest causes to be used by the copifo|is+ fund to enrich them
more. Richness and welfare are esoteric rather than being fairly
panoptic in a system in which interest is cruel. Brieﬂy, the rich get
richer and the poor get poorer in the interest system.

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Interest also influences negatively all businesses being active or
passive. Nome|y, the one, providing the fund in the co—funding,
remains inactive after determining the interest rate that s/he will
obtain in return for her/his fund. Whereas, Working ocfive|y of
all the investors in business decreases the inactive capacity and
causes the national economy to develop more quickly. Interest
p|0ys an imporftant role on becoming widespreod of anxiety
and mental depression in the community and accordingly on
the decrease of producﬂviry in individuals’ working lives. Anxiety
and depression derange increasingly both the physical health
and the producfivify of workers. The fhough’r of paying a great
amount of the income to the credits keeps workers” minds busy
all the time and this leads to lack of interest and unwi||ingness
for their occupation. According|y, it influences negoﬂve|y the

individual and corporate productivity.

Waving in interests causes sudden and uncertain change and
waving in economic conjuncture. Therefore, investments are
nego‘rive|y affected by this waving. High inferest rates cause a
great uncertainty in the investment market. And consequently,
investors cannot make sound and reliable decisions over the
|ong term. Interests c:o|verse|y affect the external borrowing
of developing economies in particular. It causes the borrowed
country to infervene in the borrowing country’s economy and its
already inadequate resources to be used to repay loan interests.
All these negativities arising from interest will disoppeor inan
interest free economy. So, how does an interest free economy
function? How should the model be in an interest free economy?
The main problem of today's developing economies is the lack
of the money that circulates goods and services in the market
or its gradual withdrawal from the market. What needs to be
done is that the government should keep as much money as
producﬂon capacity of society and ensure exchcmge of goods.
We should answer these two questions to clarify the issue: Why is
the amount of money in circulation in the market so important?
Why does the money in circulation decrease in the market? And

what does this decrease cause?

Since human needs cover thousands of different goods and
services in our erq, it is not possib|e fo exchonge hands between
producers of the society with the exchonge method and the
system becomes blocked. This congestion opens up with the tool
called money. Manufacturers sell the excess of their producrs
to other producers who need them in the society and obtain
money the medium of chonge and purchose the commodities
that they cannot produce. This operation collapses if there is
not enough money in the market. The economic value of the
amount of money in circulation is also vital. We shall to explain
this with a simple example. Let us imagine a society composed
of four individuals. Each individual produces a different proo|ucf
in this society. One of them produces four potatoes, the other

four textile producfs, another one four iron-steel producfs and

Assuming that the
price of each product is 1lira, there must be 8 lira in circulation
in the market so that 8 surplus products could be sold and
production would continue. If there is not enough money in the
market: assume that there is 6 lira in the circulation, producﬂon
equivo|en+ to 2 lira will not be sold, and these unsold producfs
will not be produced next time. In a word, the lack of money
in the market causes produc’rion to be shortened, the economy
to shrink and the unemp|oymenr fo appear. What we mention
as “enough currency” is realized that government issues money
and releases it to market in line with such factors as man power
of society as well as capacity of investment and production.
(Government releases money fo market in order to give so|ory
to officers and workers as Jrhey serve or make producrion or
to help entrepreneurs such as farmers and SMEs in return for

their production) When money in circulation decreases, some
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layr isci gkarlacaktr. i§siz birey para kazanamadigi icin tiiketim
yapamayacak ve dolayisiyla dretilen trtinlerin bir kismi da bu
ylizden satilamayip tretici tekrar tiretimini kismak ve tekrar [Hel
ctkarmak zorunda kalacaktir.

Peki, dolasimdaki para neden azalir? Bu azaligin birinci nedeni
insanlarin daha sonra harcamak icin biriktirdikleri ’rosorruﬂor,
ikinci ve ekonominin isleyisini bozan asil nedeni ise faizlerdir.
Faiz birikim sahiplerinin birikimlerini durdugu yerde daha da
artirmak icin banka denilen kurumlara verip belirli bir sire so-
nunda birikimlerini fazlasiyla (faiziyle) almasi anlamina gelir.
Bankalar ise aldiklar bu birikimleri daha yiiksek faiz ile (geri
ddeme oranlari ile) ihtiyag sahiplerine dagrtir. Ornegin 1000
lirasi olan biri satin alma gictinti yani parasini bir sene sonunda
1100 lira almak sartiyla bankaya verir. Bankada bu 1000 liray:
bir sene sonunda 1200 lira olarak almak sartyla ihtiyac sahibine
verir. Burada banka da birikim sahibi de herhangi bir tiretim
(katma deger) yapmadan 100 er lira kozcnm|§ olacaktir. Dikkat
edilirse burada birikim sahibi aslinda herhangi bir kazang elde
etmemistir.

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of the produc’rs will not be sold; procluc’rion will be reduced by
the amount of unsold products, workers will be removed due to
the contraction in production. Since the unemployed individual
cannot earn money, s/he will not be able to consume and there-
fore some of the producrs will not be sold, and the manufacturer
will have to cut back on prooluc’rion and remove workers again.
When this chain of vicious cycles continues, production and
therefore employment will remain small and the economy will
have to collapse. The reason for this is that the inability to sell
produc’rs, in other words, the money in circulation in the market

tends to decrease.

So, Why does the money in circulation decrease? The first reason
of this decrease is the savings which people save to spend later,
the second and the main reason that breaks the operation of
economy is interests. Interest means when a saving holder de-
posits savings in an institution called bank in order to increase
the sum and take it with a return (interest). On the other hand,
banks distribute these savings to the needy with higher interest
rates (with repayment rates). For example, a person who has
got 1000 liras gives his/her purchasing power to the bank on
condition that s/he will get it back as 1100 liras at the end of
a year. And the bank gives this 1000 lira to the needy with
the condition that it receives 1200 liras at the end of a year.
Both the saver and the bank will have earned 100 liras each
without any production (added value). If we pay attention, we
can see that the saver does not actually earn any money here.
Because, the producer who will get 1000 liras and repay as
1200 liras will reflect the cost of the interest of 200 liras to
the produc‘r it produces. This will lead to artificial incremental
cost inflation with interest which is the most common reason
of inflation. So, the producer will sell the product to 120 liras
which s/he has sold to 100 liras a year ago. Accordingly, the
saver can get 9 from this product which s/he could get 10 with
1000 liras a year ago. Interest, that is, the savings which seem
to have increased nomino”y due to the savers themselves, has
in fact decreased in terms of purchasing power which is real. If
the savers do not give their savings to the bank, the bank will
not be able to give it to anyone else, either. The savers will be
able to increase their earnings |oy direc’ring their savings to the
production in profit-sharing partnership (community of inferest)
in an economy where there is no bonk that is, interest. Consid-
ering the sum of money out of circulation as mattress saving,
government issues money according to population increase and
production increase and releases it to circulation as inferest-free
loans for farmers and SMEs under certain circumstances. The
producer will increase production and therefore employment
by making new investments with such interest-free loans. Since
the |oor1, which has been received, is inferest free, the cost of
the manufacturer will not increase and the price of the product
will not change and therefore there will be no inflation. As it is

understood from the exomp|es, the view that the factor causing
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interest to appear is inflation is wrong. As we explained above,
the source and cause of inflation is interest. Production and
therefore emp|oymen+ can increase and a continuous growfh
can take place in an interest free economy as we tell about how

it functions above.

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Introduction

The level of deve|opmen’r of country economies is direc’r|y related
to the level of development of the financial system. This is due
to the fact that economic deve|opmen’r constitutes the most
important step in the development of the countries, while the
o|eve|opmen’r of the economy can be achieved by the o|eve|op—
ment and growth of the firms. The financial system meets the
Fincmcing needs of companies by acting as an in‘rermediory in
the flow of funds. Therefore, the financial system of the country
in terms of the extent of the finoncing opportunities of firms

increased in that measure.

Capital markets and money markets are distinguished within the
financial system. While the copi‘ro| markets meet the medium
and long-term financing needs of companies, the money mar-
kets cover moin|y the short-term Finomcing needs of individuals
and companies. In this article, information about traditional
bonking and participation bcnking, which are two institutions

of money markets, is given.

Traditional and Participation Banking in General Terms

Two important institutions of money markets are traditional
banks and participation banks. When we look at the past of our
country, it is seen that this function was comp|e’re|y carried out
by traditional banks until the outward opening process started in
the 1980s, but after these dates, participation-banking practices
are also taking place in money market increasingly. These two
institutions oc‘ruo”y perform the same function, but there are
differences in their working methods. Traditional banking system
is operating, as known, with interest system and participation
banks are operating according to profit / loss, that is, risk sharing
princip|e. In fact, participation banks, which provide almost
all banking services except interest transactions, appear as an
alternative to traditional bcmking, while a look can be regorded

as organizations that complement traditional banks and bring

dep‘rh and diversi‘ry to the financial sector. In fact, participation
banks, which provide almost all banking services except interest
fransactions, appear as an alternative to traditional bcmking,
while they can be regarded as organizations that complement
traditional banks and bring dep’rh and diversi‘ry to the financial

sector.

That is why interest is forbidden by Islamic belief, the withdrawal
of savings into the financial system in Islamic countries is not on|y
achieved by traditional banking. For this reason, participation
bonking activities started in Turkey in order to fill the vacancy
formed in the field and they are still keeping on their activities

in the money markets.

Participation banks are organizations that provide alternative
financial method services, operate in the financial sector, finance
the real economy and provide bcmking services. In addition to
banking services, these institutions share the funds they collect
’rhrough current account and profi’r / loss por’mership accounts
from the savings owners with the interests of the savings owners

by ’rronsferring them to the real sector cccording to interest-free
funding principles (Tung, 2000: 13).

Participation banks have been established as an innovation
in the financial sector to include these Funds, which are not
transferred to deposit banks due to interest concerns, into the
economy and at the same time to he|p peop|e in savings to keep
and evaluate these funds with confidence. These funds, which
participation banks collect, are evaluated in various forms. The
earnings obtained using different methods in this way differ sub-
stantially from the interest rate and are accepted (TKKB, 2017).

Looking at the year-end figures for 2015 and 2016, the partic-
ipation banks showed a proportional decrease in the collected
Funds, funds used, total assets and equity assets, and the net
profit increased. It can be argued that the decline in 2016 was

due to ex’rroordinory reasons.

Collecting Deposit and Supplying Loan in Participation
Banking

Participation banks do not make any promise to the deposi’rors
because they collect deposits based on profit / loss or risk shar-
ing. They give a profi‘r share occor&ing to their profi’robih’ry. In
case of damage, it is a matter of sharing the damage again.

This is not a prob|em as the savings holders are aware of it.

Participation banks do not give cash to customers in the form of
cash loans, but they provide financing by repaying the money
to the vendors to whom the customers receive gooo|s or services.
Upon payment, it is requested that the appropriate amount be
added to the amount poiol ’roge’rher with the dividend payment
made by the customer in instalments. Therefore, the transaction
takes p|oce in the form of forward sales of the customer by
taking the goods or services in advance. This payment is in the
form of the purchose or sale of a good or service rather than
a cash payment. At the same time with this method, it is also
preven’red that the given loan goes ouf of purpose, inefficient

and specu|oﬁve, or used out of purpose.

Comparison of Traditional and Participation Banking
The comparison of two bonking categories can be made in terms
of various factors. However, when the limitations of this article

are taken into account, comparison will on|y be sufficient in terms

Conclusion

Participation banks were born from a need and from the gapin
the market and were established in our country to fill this gap.
It is also known that deve|opmen‘r has been inodequo’re with
a certain growth over time. The weight in total banking size

confirms these statements.

There are several reasons Why participation bonnking cannot
improve sufficiently. Among these, it can be argued that there
are not enough diversi’ry of peop|e's opinion on the fact that
these banks are not actually different from the traditional banks,
in the produc’rs and services of the participation banks, the clas-
sical habits such as foreign exchange, gold, real estate and

unregis‘rered culture.

Better introduction of participation bonking can be improved |oy
measures such as eliminating doubts in the minds of the savings

owners, increasing the diversi’ry of their services.

Functions of Money

In this system, money is not a commodity like a commercial product. P/
L partnership with account holders while participating with participation
banks from the source; In the case of using resources, they perform transa-
ctions based on term sales, leasing, P / L partnership. Participating banks
are engaged in malt trade with various banking services.

In this system, money is used like a commercial product because it is
bought and sold for a certain price. For this reason, the function that the
money assumes is different from the participation banks in this system.
In addition to banking services, banks also trade money.

Collecting of Funds

Therefore, there is a
commercial link between the participation banks and the fund users in this
system. That is, participation banks are able to buy and sell real estate for
commercial and commercial purposes.

Its Effect on Macro
Economy

-Because of the absolute prevention of the informal economy, every transa-
ction increases the tax revenues of the state. As the funds used are directly
invested in the real economy, the increase in the amount of investment,
the increase in the employment capacity and the increase in the economic
activity depends on these factors.

Since the credit is provided on a collateral basis, it cannot be checked how
much of the transactions are recorded. It cannot be precisely controlled
how much of the loan is used for investment purposes.

Contribution to Real
Economy

The main principle on which the participation banks are based and the
fundamental difference that is distinguished from the classical banks is the
evaluation of the funds collected according to profit and loss participation
principle in commercial and industrial activities with interest free methods.

In the context of the common definition contained in the eco-
nomic literature and accepted by each economist, "how to meet
the needs of irncinife|y many, with scarce resources, in the most
efficient way" is defined as economics in the classical sense.
When the flow chart of economic activities is taken into consid-
eration, the flow of factor income in relation to the flow of goods
and services is also mentioned, which also provides sustainability
in the economy. The factor income obtained within this flow
scheme is considered as the spendable income of the house-
holds and the remaining part of the consumption expenditures

constitutes the savings.

Interest and Saving-Investment Relationship

In the Saving-Capital Accumulation and Investment relation-
ship, which is explained by the Theories of Economics, savings
takes the first p|oce. The savings that are among the internal
financing sources of development should be considered under
two headings that are voluntary savings and compulsory savings,
so that taxes that constitute the most important share in public
revenues are considered as compulsory savings at the same time.
It is orgued that without interest, interest can not be inevita-
ble to drive capital along with major developments in industry
and commerce, where savings can not be mobilized for capital

accumulation. The most effective attack against this defence

Even if you
are not encourdged by interest, there is still the possibi|i’ry of
making more money and investing and, consequently, more
income. There are two reasons for this: high profi’r share and less
danger. The profits provided by the investments of the people
by direct involvement in produc’rion will thus be liberated from
the capitalist exploitation of the lion’s share of production, which
will be much fairer. In such an opp|ico’rion, wrong and unethical
investments will be reduced in number, with the risk of harm
being reduced as a result. Fur’rhermore, since social benefits are
also taken into account in a proper state p|on to work Togefher
on the basis of peop|e working ‘roge’rher, the produc’rion of gooo|s
and services will be better than an uncontrolled production which
leads to an impropriety such as from the copi’rd|is’r system (Man-

It is also important that the taxable income items affect the
macroeconomic indicators by affecting the market with transfer
expendi’rures and autonomous expendi’rures. Taxes are also a ve-
hicle for expanding and shrinking fiscal policy implementations,
and prices have an impact on the genero| level and purchqsing
power. If tax incomes turn into investment, the increase in em-
p|oymen’r and the creation of new emp|oymen’r areas increase
the demand for labour, thus increasing the current labour costs.

Ekonomideki biitiin temeller liberal kapitalist ekol tarafindan
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consequence is that the recording of unregis’rered economic
activities, especially in the services sector, should be emphasized
more empho’ricc”y. Moreover, the insuﬁciciency of measures
related to these factors leads to the perceived periodic effects

of internal and external crises.

Investments-Employment and Interest

One of the most important prob|ems related to emp|oymen‘r is
that the demand for labour is limited. Labour demand can on|y
be achieved through increased investments and the opening of
new emp|oymen’r fields. The borgoining power of labourers and
trade unions, which takes place on the demand side of the labour
force on the factor morke’r, will also increase. However, depending
on the increase in interest income, the accumulation in the copifo|
market leads investors fo invest in new investments or increase their
interest income instead of expanding their investment fields. It is
seen that the inferest rate has a negative effect on the full and
effective use of resources. As a result of this effect, employment

is nego’rive|y affected and unemp|oymen’r is increasing.

Interest restricts the business area of investable funds both in ferms
of supply and demand. Even if a positive inferest rate, for example
5%, is assumed to pusn the mdrgino| occumu|o’ror, this does not
mean that such accumulation of interest-bearing accumulators
will participate in economic activities that generate a yie|d of 5%
below the current interest rate. In a copiJra|ier economy, there is
no opportunity to benefit from the savings of this accumulative
class in an economic regime that does not consider participating
in the produc‘rion process because of the inferest rate. Likewise,
the demand for capital adjusts the profitability of investments
depending on the interest rate. After |oo|<ing at the possibi|i’ries
in hand, every entrepreneur will invest the capital in a minimum
proﬁ’r share. This profi’r margin is not a fixed constant cash, but a
class curve that consists of lines intersecting each other for each
possib|e investment. The entrepreneur will not engage in reve-
nue-generating investments below the interest poid to obtain more
copi’ro|. This leads to the fo||owing conclusion: Interest investments
are drawn from production and the marginal productivity of the
copi’ro| itself is reduced by the interest rate. Keynes, rign’rfu”y,
states in his “General Theory”: “It seems that interest plays a pe-
culiar role in |imi’ring the level of emp|oyrnen’r. Because it reduces
the marginal productivity of the capital.(Mannan M. A, http://
is|c1mekonomisi.org/Fdiz—ve—’rcscxrruf—ya’ririm—ve—foiz—issiz|il<—i|is|<is/).
Since all the bases in the economy are created by the liberal cap-
italist school, all the economic theories usuo||y operate in favour
of the colonialist and capitalist economies of the Western world.
There is a contradiction between our, who s‘rudy economy, accu-
mulated literature knowledge and belief worlds; therefore it causes
a lot confusion. Hign interest rates ddverse|y affect investments

and the flow of corporate capital to financial markets in order to

Unregis’rered activities have a negative impact on pub|ic revenues
in Turkey as well as in all the countries of the world, they are more
intense in the employment sector and affect the economy as a
whole and affect both employers and employees negatively.
Emp|oyers often argue that high wage payments and competitive
purchases and sales are disadvantageous to competition due to
their impact on costs. Emp|oyees, on the other hcmd, state that
they are confronted with difficulties in finding jobs, they do not
want to lose their current jobs, and therefore are exposed fo wage
differentials that are totally excluded from registration or paid
wages and records, but that emp|oyers ob|ige them to agree to

and employees can not intervene in this agreement.

Therefore, foking into account the fact that informal economic
activities constitute a |ego| offense, in addition to the decisive ap-
plication of sanctions, as regards the resolution of these problems

Taking into consideration all of these approaches and statistical
evo|uo’rions, ’roking into consideration the taxation and collection
performance of OECD countries at a rate of 35-45% and the
incopobih’ry of co||ec’rir1g at least 25-30% in Turkey, and accrual
and collection Methods have to be observed and develop com-

mon po|icies.

In Turkey, the tax poio| by the worker can be 3-4 times more than
the civil officer can. After 16% is deducted from the gross salary,
specio| position compensation, specio| service benefits, financial
liability compensation, extra benefit, military compensation, lan-
guage allowance, university allowance, jurisdic’rion allowance,
representation and duty allowance and family allowance should
be “nontax”. Especially the undersecretary, the general manag-
er, the supervisory staff, members of the Council of State, the
Supreme Court of Appeals and the Court of Accounts and the
members of the faculty pay income tax of 3% to 6% of the gross
wage. This rate is around 10% -11% for low-income civil servants
such as gophers, guardians, and drivers. Same amount of tax is

not deducted from the worker and the officer whose salaries are

1.000 or 2.000(Kizilot, 2007).

From Tax Policies to Tax Competition

In today's world, there is a decisive and impressive role of global
actors on tax po|icies and practices. The attractiveness of such
things as tax reductions and exemptions in terms of international
investments has brough’r with it a number of new regu|o’rions in the
fax po|icies of c|eve|oping countries in porﬁcu|or and tax po|icies
have turned into tax competition with g|obo|iza’rion.

It is difficult fo make a clear distinction between the beneficial
and harmful effects of international tax competition. Countries
are in a number of tax regulations in order to improve their com-
petitive power, wealth level and economic conditions. If such tax
measures applied are beneficial to other countries, then harmful
tax competition is mentioned if the conditions lead to negative de-
velopments after a useful point (Arikan and Akdeniz, 2004:291).
Such unethical activities, which we can also refer to as tax evasion,
can sometimes be carried out under legal conditions. Often, some
applications implemented by foreign investments or FDIs can
also be mentioned as “Evading Tax". However, in spite of the tax

evasion activities, deterrent po|icy is un|i|<e|y to be determined.

The issues discussed above may be summarized as perhops the
most important main idea in the “Unregistered Economy,” as well
as the outcome of produc’rion factors as well as other economic
activities. This is in direct interaction with issues such as taxation,

employment, fair and equitable participation.

Interest-free economy means that monetfary movements correspond
to absolutely goods or services; Income is based on profit and loss
sharing. Funding methods in the system are seen as alternative

investment instruments in existing economies.

Basic finoncing methods; Pormership model, trade model, other
models and support opphco’rions. It forms porfnership model, part-
nership (labour - capital partnership) and special form of partner-
ship (profit - loss partnership). Trade model; (Prospectus purchase),
exemption (order-based purchose) and intervention (financial lease).
Sukuk (Islamic financing bonus) and takaful (Islamic insurance) are
the investment instruments in other models. The support applications

are as follows: donation, interest-free (borrowing without inferest)

(Curak, 2013:39)

As a term, Partnership; “Capital from one side, labor-capital part-
nership formed from the other side to be an enterprise”. Meet the
idle capital with a talented workforce that cannot find funding.
The bank finances the copi’ro|, and the customer puts the effort
and the transactions are carried out. The profit obtained is initially
shared between the bank and the customer at ogreed rates. There
is a structure based on frust. In case of loss, if the customer is not
defective, the bank will take over the entire loss. Special form of
partnership is distinguished from partnership by means of financing
all the parties. There is a more realistic unders’ronding of partner-
ship. It is a type of partnership, in which the parties participate in
the capital. Although profits are shared according to predefined
agreement rates, if the related activity is damaged, only the capital

participation rate is taken into consideration (Netzer, 2004: 20).

The usury is the cost of the gooo|s to be repor’red to the custom-
er and sold by adding profit on it. In other words, the customer
knows how much proﬁf the seller made because of the goods he
bough‘r. Peop|e in usury negotiate a proﬁ‘r margin (cost + profit) to
be added on a known cost. Todoy, the main method of earning

money in participating banks is usury. The transactions are mostly

A cus-
tomer who needs a commodity
and cannot provide the required
ﬁnoncing wants to buy the com-
modity from the interest-free
bank. The interest-free bank also
sells this produc’r in odvonce, after
purchasing it in advance, by add-
ing a certain amount of profit fo it
occording to the payment power
of the customer (Sahin,2007,56).
The seller says “this property cost
me 500 liras, | sell 50 liras profit
to you 550 liras” or “this proper-
ty cost me 500 liras, | add 10%
profit and sell you 550 liras’; this
trade is usury (Ctirtik, 2013: 48).
Selem is the payment of the full
price ofa por’ricu|or good or ser-
\ Nes\ DTN vice in advance and purchase

at an advanced level. The bank

pays in advance and buys the
goods to be produced in the future. However, it has to wait for the
sale to sell it. According fo lslamic law, sale of money, gold, silver
and money-|i|<e assets by this method is s’rric’r|y forbidden since the
income obtained is evaluated as interest (Tekbas, 2013: 5). The
exception is the sale of a commodity that does not already exist
and will be produced in the future. This system is usuo”y 0pp|iec|
in agriculture and construction projects. The customer pays the
remaining amount back to the bank in instalments after paying
a certain down payment. This method has been successfu”y used
especio”y inthe ﬁnoncing of |orge-sco|e construction projects in the
Gulf countries (Tekbas, 2013: 6). The exceptional financing method
is similar to the Selem method, which is a forword-|oo|<ing purchos-
ing method, different from SELEM because of the features such
as the construction of the goods to be purchased, the instalment
payment of the goods, orthe payment af a later date (@obonkoyo,
2014; 18). Leasing refers to the term “leasing, interest sale”. For
example, the right to use a home (benefit) is to transfer a certain
amount of money fo another person for a certain period of time.
Itis also possible for people to rent their labour. Today's business
contracts are in fact leasing contracts (TKBB, 2017). According to
the Financial Leasing Act, any movable or immovable property
may be subject to an action. However, it is not possible to apply for
patent rights, infellectual and industrial rights, and for intangible

matters such as computer software. Among the gooo|s that may

Sukuk comes from the root of Arabic “sak” (certificate) and refers to
the plural form of sak. Certificates representing equal amounts from
the date of issuance, amounts issued from the issuance of which
are previously invested in a planned manner, rights and interests on
fixed assets according to the investment type, and so on, or the right
to partnership in a project or private investment activity (AAOIFI,
2017). As an alternative to bonds and freasury bi||s, which are the
financial instruments for which governments and join’r—s’roc|< com-
panies will borrow interest-bearing debt, sukuk export has come to
the fore in the inferest-free economy to provide cash for large-scale
institutions and Islamic-sensitive corporations ’rhrough commercial
transactions. Takaful is the other name of Islamic insurance system. It
is based on solidarity, donation and partnership. Paid premiums are
not participants of the insurance company. With these premiums,
insurance coverage is paid for the participants. In addition, these

funds are evaluated in inferest-free investment areas and profits are

provided in the name of the participants (TKBB, 2017). Teverruk is
that a good is bought in instalments and sold to another person in
cash. With this system, the person who needs cash meets his needs.
Participation can be used by banks to restructure the debts of cus-
tomers who have difficulty paying (Tekbas, 2013:6). Loan in Islam
is expressed as “lending without inferest, not getting income from
debt”. For example, lend 100.000 TL and get 100.000 TL again.
On the other hand, it is legal to ask for inflation (TKBB, 2017). With
loan in Islam, it is a kind of help to meet someone’s needs by giving
somebody some money or a few kilos of wheat ’rhey need and to
get it back without any extra after a while, contributing fo the basic
aims of Islamic finance (Aktepe, 2012: 59). Deputation means, “to
preserve and protect” as a term; "It is permissible for one person to
substitute another person for a known savings.” (Déndiren, 2005:
546). It is a kind of agency contract and usually includes specialist
fees. It is generally used for large warehouse accounts. The person
/ institution has capital invested and another institution acts as an
agent and charges expertise (TKBB, 2017).

Mr. Guindogan, | would like to start the interview with the
Natural Economics Cycle (NEC), thinking that this concept

which was mentioned in your book is important for the na-

tional economy. What is Natural Economy Cycle (NEC)?

Mete Giindogan: The Natural Economics Cycle (NEC) refers
to the most natural cycle of goods and services in exchange
for money. Today, we can divide the current markets into two
main groups. These are the market of goods and services and
the market of the factors of production. We can allocate the
customers in these markets into two main groups. These are
households and companies. We can also express the relation-
ship between these four elements with two cycles. One of these
cycles is the cycle of goods and services and the other one is the
cycle of money. Eventually, NEC is a model that defines these

relations in the simplest way.

We can elaborate these cycles a little more in the following
way. A member of a household goes to the market of goods
and services with money and takes a commodity and makes a
payment to the seller. Then, how does the money come back
to him? He presents his labour to the market of the factors of
production. He does this by buying a company and makes a
certain amount of payment in exchange for his labour. Com-
panies produce by means of their factors of production. They
present these products to the market of goods and services and
receive money for the sale. This way, the two cycles operate in
opposite directions and in continuous motion. There is a direct
but opposite relationship between the money cycle in the market
and the cycle of product and service. When we equate these
cycles with each other, balance is born. NEC is the instrument

for the disclosure and protection of this balance.

Mr. Giindogan, interest shows up from the balance that
is distorted as a result of the imbalance in the money cycle.

How does it become unbalanced? What are the main ways

of preserving this balance?

M. G.: If the money cycle moves without the exchange of goods
or services, then the balance is distorted. The most well-known
form of this is the increase of money with interest. Likewise,
the wastes that can be incurred in the consumption of goods
and services also distort the balance. Moreover, ’roking taxes

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the balance. Therefore, preserving the balance is to ensure that
there is enough money to transform the goods and services that
exist in the market. We may calll it “stabilization of currency”. The
most important function of money is its frait of hcving a value
measurement. The possib|e continuous or discontinuous chonges
in prices, distorts the scale. Price stability must be ensured so

that the measurement is not distorted.

What is "Money System Based on Debt’ (MSBD)? What

is the basis of this term and what does it mean?

M. G.: MSBD is an expression that | have been using for more
than twenty years to express our money credit system o|ong
with its results. | prefer to use the expression "Based on Debt” in
order fo state that the system is comp|e‘re|y based on interest.

MSBD is the last point reached in the Western-based money
credit system we are curren’r|y using. However, it should be known
that this is a process and it still continues to develop and change.
This o|eve|opmen’r and chonge is the chdnge and deve|opmen’r of
the legislation in our country! But, it affects everything in our lives.

Everything that is measured with money is included in MSBD.

Let's think for a moment. How does the money enter the market
in our current system? The money enters into the market in two
stages in Turkey. At the first stage, the central bank issues the
money (% interest) and gives them to the banks as loan (in
excl‘\onge for %i interest). The central bank gives money that is
equal to M to the market. In theory, it wants it back with inter-
estl Now, if we think about the starting point, it gives M and
wants back M*(1 + ). It is not mathematically possible. This is
w|'1y the amount that is 0|woys reclaimed is greater than the
amount given M <M (1 +i). This guarantees new borrowing on
every transfer. After continuous borrowing, the entire amount
of money that exists in the market at the end of the period
converted into debt. This consis’renﬂy makes the whole process
into the borrowers of the system (slaves). As a result, people are

’rropped in a continuous debt-interest-debt spiro|.

At the second stage, banks give the money, which ’rhey do not
own, as loan (in exchange for interest) to the market by “creating”
it out of nowhere. Banks do this occording to different laws and
regulations of countries. They increase the money which the

central bank gave fo the system at a certain extend.

If we were to sketch it occording to the data in our country, while
the central bank gives 100 billion Turkish Liras to the market,
the banks give credits that are worth 1 trillion 500 billion Turkish
Liras! So, where do the banks get 1 trillion 400 billion Turkish
liras? It is not like ‘rhey find it onywhere. The banks create the
money when fhey give credits. In short, occording to the Figures,
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Ulkemizde bankalarin “para yaratmasi” nasil gergeklesiyor?

M. G.: Ulkemizde hali hazirda sadece Merkez Bankasinin bastgs
para resmen tedaviil eder. Mevduat munzam karsihgi uygu-
lamasi ile bankalar topladiklar mevduatin belli bir ytizdesini
merkez bankasina yatirmak zorundadir. Dahasi, sahip oldugu

Ornegin; diyelim ki 100 lira geldi. Zorunlu kargilik %10 ise, 10
lirayr Merkez Bankasina yatirdi, kalan 90 lirayi kredi olarak verdi.
Bu mevzuatin el verdigi sekilde bsyle devam etti. Bu sekilde
para piyasasinda belli bir para go§o|m05| o|u§+u. Bu durumda
geometrik olarak azalan sekillerde bir para cogalmasi olusur.

Buna para ¢arpani da denir.

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the banks create 1 trillion 300 billion Turkish Liras out of nowhere.
So the banks do not have to have cash inflow in order to be
able to give credits. It would be absurd to have such a necessity
mathematically in the current mechanism. Banks create money
with their lending routines out of nowhere.

How do banks “create money” in our country?

M. G.: In our country, only the money that the central bank
has issued is officially circulated. The banks have to deposit a
cerfain percentage of the deposits they have collect to the central
bank in exchange for the allowance for deposits. Moreover, they
cannot lend more than a certain amount of debt (credi’r) of their

assets (including deposits).

For instance, let's say we received 100 Turkish Liras. If the re-
quired reserve is 10%, 10 Turkish Liras are deposited to the cen-
tral bank and the remaining 90 Turkish Liras are given as loans.
This was carried out according to legislation. In this way, there
has been a certain increase of money in the money market. In
this case, money has multiplicated in a geometrically-decreasing

manner. This is also named as money multiplier.

In fact, they do not need to create money for themselves. But
the legislation in our country demands these provisions. At the
same time, the |egis|0ﬁon in our country also tries to limit the
amount of money a bank will create in line with its assets. In
other words, we cannot say that these transactions could be
carried out forever. Legislation always tries to control money /

credit flows. How successful they are is still doubtful.

| want to talk about a different topic. The Europeans can
create a union by removing the borders between them. So,

why cannot the countries of the region that have lived peace-

fully for hundreds of years in the same basin collaborate?
What could be the reason for this disarray?

M. G.: When we look at the general situation of the region, we
can see a few reasons. The majority of the people living in the
region are Muslims, and Muslims currently do not have a com-
mon vision about these issues. Until the First World War, there
was the Ottoman Empire which was considered as a precedent
empire and example for the Muslims. The Ottoman Empire
was trying to run for the help of the Muslims all over the world
with the goal of "All belongs to God; the whole believe in God".

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This situation has also caused it to be stronger finoncio”y and

economically. As it grew stronger, he was able to serve for his
cause more comfor’rolo|y. Too|oy, however, there is no state or
institution in this sense. This "absence” or “disarray” raises the
appetite of the imperiohs‘rs and makes the region open fo all

kinds of operations.

Another reason is the collaborative character of the adminis-
trators of the countries in the region. Regiono| administrators
are distinct from their own people because of the conditions
during their upbringing, their economic difficulties and their
representative ability. What is even more interesting is that these
administrators see their prosperity in being close to the Foreign
lobbies rather than the support of the local peop|eA This turns the
disconnection between the state and the nation into a chronic

state.

Another reason is that the thesis and antithesis in the region
emerge from the same structure. However, it should be like
this: The thesis should be made by the structure that belongs
fo your state and the anti-thesis by the Foreigners. When thesis
and anti-thesis come out of the same structure in our region,
confusion and fighting are bound to happen easier. The current
situation interferes with the unity of faith, thought and action.

Another remarkable element is the poverty of the peop|e in the
region. The people, who have been living in poverty for many
years, have come to the point of saying, ‘It does not matter
where the favour comes from. It is okay as long as we receive it
These expressions could also be the basis for a major operation

that would be carried out in the region.

In addition, the divisions in the region are constantly fuelled
by Foreigners. Both the armed elements and the different reli-
gious and cultural elements see each other as enemies. It is well
known that these fractions are mo’rerio”y and moro”y suppor’red
by foreigners from the outside. Constant turmoil, tension and
hos’ri|i’ry open the po’rh for a saviour that will come from the

outside. It is not possible for our region to recover and become

In Foc’r, when we look at it from a broader perspective, we see
that g|obo| elites are frying fo do two fhings at the same time.

The second is to design a new federative
empire that will fill the political gap created by the collapse of
the Ottoman Empire.

Just like how
an era was closed after the Turks had conquered Istanbul, ’rhey
believed that an era would be closed and a new era would be

opened with the withdrawal of Istanbul from the Turks.

In short, there is a new po|i’rico| economy construction in the
region in order to fill the gap left by the Ottoman Empire. This
means the disoppeoronce of the princip|es and values that are
the acquis communautaire of the region, and the substitution

of the conflictual values of the pagan men’roh’ry‘

What is our duty for a new world and construction for the

future of Turkey?

M. G.: Our country has been a very big state until recently. It
was peocefu|4 We need to reach that level again. In order to do
that, we first need to comp|eJre the infrastructure of fransporta-
tion - land, air and water transportation - with a big and strong
perspective of Turkey as soon as possib|e. At the same time, it
is necessary to implement widespread projects that will solve
our energy problem in a cheap, diverse and fast way. We need
to take quick steps in order to become a trade and industrial
centre in our geography by creating free and qualified regions.
In addition, all necessary strategic complementary projects
must be carried out within the framework of a master plan. |
think of works such as the production of a large-scale aircraft,
high-speed train transportation, helicopter project and high-tech
projects (studies on satellites, nono—’rechno|ogico| produc’rions,
new energy sources etc.) as the keys for the resurgence of Turkey.
Our country and region could be in a very large and centralized
position in this century. If there will be a c|eve|opmen‘r in our
region, we must act together as a whole. The underground and
aboveground treasures that exist in our country alone do not

mean ony’rhing. The treasures of the other regions do not mean

What is the Eight Marine Plateau Project?

M. G.: Let's look at our geographical location from a broader

perspective. When we take a general look at the seas, lakes,
canals and straits around us, we can see that eight seas are con-
nected to one another. Our territory is in the middle of these seas.
These include the Caspian Seaq, Black Sea, Sea of Marmara,
Aegean Sea, Mediterranean Sea, Red Seq, Indian Ocean and
Basra Bay. There is no commercial cycle that is in the center of
these eight seas at the moment. If this line could be turned into
a commercial route with a smart project and the goods and
service could be fronsporfed, the inside of this route would be-
come the center of the "new world”. Of course, it is not possible
to establish such a route with the desire and will of a country.
But this trade route cannot be established by itself without one

or more leading countries.

All the countries in the region should be included during the
formation of such a commercial route and basin. For this reason,
a platform must be established in advance and all the countries
in the region, especially Turkey, Russia, Ukraine, Azerbaijan,
Turkmenistan, Kazakhstan, Iran, Saudi Arabia, Egypt and Su-
dan must be invited and included.

The Eight Marine Plateau is a kind of economic political system.
Itis a project that can transform our potential wealth into kinetic

status. The values we have in the context of such a project start

What we need to do is to convert this position into a central

project. But we have to think big and work hard for it.

A common currency that can be used in the region must be
created. This currency should not be physically printed for some
time at first but should be used as a unit of measurement. The

common currency will rapidly increase intra-regional trade.

As all countries in the region would be willing to enter into such
a union without making any ethnic or religious distinctions, this
model and ideological infrastructure should be systemized wisely.
It will not take us as long as it did for the Europeans to get united
in this geography. There is no need to fight. That is why we are

communities that have already been together for centuries.

Such a peace project is also the key to the salvation of all man-
kind during a time when the whole world has entered into a
climate and financial crisis. You can find more details about

this topic in my recent book that was published with this name.

Crew presenfed to audiences’ taste. Harfane crew also took
the stage. After vocalization of Adiyaman and its region folk
songs, the programme ended with presentation of certificate
of attendance.

Rector Prof. Dr. Mustafa Talha Gonullu pointed the development
of Adiyaman from the days it became a city to these days in
parallel with our country. However, he said he did not find this
development enough and stated there were too many move-
ments to be done and academic perspective had to be includ-
ed in these movements. He also remarked that our university
celebrated its 10th anniversary and it developed by picking up
scientific studies. With these developments, they were ready to

give necessary support to Adlyomon.

Adiyaman Mayor F. Hiisrev Kutlu stated in his speech that there
was no independence day of Adiyaman, Ataturk had not come
to Adiyaman and just like being separated from Malatya it was
a state that being independent from Malatya. He also specified
that we needed to get over this phobia of independence from
being district. He also indicated the necessity of thinking these
conferences as evaluation meetings rather than celebration of
independence of Adiyaman. He also reminded the law of being
a province for Adiyaman introduced in June and the governor
had been inducted on December 1. He stated Adiyaman was
in appearance of a big village when it became a province and
even if it is not the p|0ce it deserves, it would not take small

improvement in comparison with its past.

Governor Abdullah Erin emphasized in his speech that Adiya-
man is an ancient city of peace and brotherhood and which
has a historical and cultural richness and now it celebrates its
62th anniversary of becoming a city. He presented his thanks
to organizers of the programme and to those who contributed.
He said he did not agree with the Mayor F. Hiisrev Kutlu and
the date Adiyaman became a city was 1 December and his
birthday as governor was also 1 December and he would be
glad with both of them. He said it was a synchronicity that he
would be proud as the Governor of Adiyaman and he would
mention it through his professional life on every occasion. Erin
continued his speech as such: "Actually we can go forward ac-
countings of our aims by looking at the things done in the past

nomic, social and cultural values, those of countries. One of
the sectors, which are gaining in popu|ori’ry by incorporating all
these values, is tourism. Tourism, which is the favorite service of
copi’rc| and profit accumulation, is a significant parameter of the
value that counfry and cities have in national and international
arena. However, as there are country and cities gaining hig|’1
level proﬁfs with limited natural and cultural opportunities, some
countries and cities which cannot utilize their unique richness
because of amateur approach are mentioned as well. One of
the factors de’rermining fouristic voriobi|i’ry in relevant country
and cities, and the success of the sector by constituting the grey
point of tourism is tourism-safety relation. Thus, tourism-safety
relation might be classified with roughly two different dimensions

which are both national and international ones.

1. Country and cities hoving real safety issues: Geogrophies
being in this category face risks, threats and hazards such as

hot war, internal conﬂic’r, terror etc.

2. Country and cities having an image of insecure profi|e: The
country and cities taking part in this classification are the country
and cities that cq’regorico”y have prob|ems in the process of
touristic service rather than real safety such as “not being able to
provide prob|em-so|ving collocutor or olep|oy suffer-avoidance
systematic mechanisms.” These kinds of factors, based on lack of
interest and information about the sector, maintain and en|orge
the insecurity perspective in the concerned country and cities.
This situation could, occosiono”y, even be held against by the

rival country and cities.

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On the other hand, taking this situation which might be called
as amateurship in tourism into consideration, it is understood
better that even not being able to find professional collocu-
tors in an unusual place is a safety issue all by itself under the
current world circumstances. Likewise, confident and sectorial
quality become the fundamental determiner of tourism under
the current circumstances which almost nobody is absolutely
safe. Accordingly, tourism-safety relation can only be rightly
interpreted after providing professional touristic circumstances.
Having a look at Turkey in this aspect; a geographical areq,
surrounded on three sides by the sea and is able to provide 4
seasons conditions at the same time, and has different cultures
and touristic mosaic, is seen. One of the important cities of this
geography is Adiyaman which is known as “the city in which
the sun does not set” and become prominent with its historical
background. However, Adiyaman faces with the perspective of
the city constituting primary risks, threats and hazards while it
can be determined at the 2nd category in tourism-safety relation
which is highlighted above. Even though the public order of
the city does not indicate a general and comprehensive safety
problem, “the limitation of quick and enough guarantee to the
victim when there is a possib|e risk, threat and hazard” maintains
this negative image of the city. As a matter of fact, proving this
claim, according to the Provincial Directorate of Culture and
Tourism data, while the total number of tourists visiting Adiya-
man province in 2011 was 199.453, this number decreased to
83.458 in 2015. Also, while 79.100 tourists (domestic: 47.825,
foreign: 31.275) visited Mount Nemrut and Directorate of Na-
tional Park in 2011, this number decreased to 34.500 in total in
2015. A great majority of these tourists did not visit other touristic
places of the city and couldn't utilize from relevant touristic
facilities, and this confirmed the prescription as to terror-based

safety-tourism relation of Adiyaman.

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Of course, there are other reasons, too. However, what matters
as the effect and compensation of such a dialect ’roking |onger
time is ambivalent attitude towards tourism-safety relation of the
city. Another effective factor in this aspect is the presupposition
of “tell me about your neighbor city(ies) and | shall tell you how
secure you are.” In addition, recently the area of Adiyaman has
been in the centre of some activities and actors of terrorist groups
such as PKK and DAES/DEAS and the name of Adiyaman
has been placed in the center of failing security considering
the dimension of terrorism. And, with the exoggero’red interest
of the media, the city faces with an increasing specific and
osymme’rrico| cho”enge ’rorge’red to itself every doy. However,
not presenting a powerful administration enough against this
process which is also requiring crisis management is an important
factor that the process become effective fodoy, foo. Nome|y,
o|’rhough Adlyomon province has a huge need and po’ren’rio|
to tourism, it has not been purified from the insecure-city im-
age on it yet. What is more important is that a strong action
and discourse union could not been presented in this direction.
Moreover, Fo||owing factors below are also effective on this

state of affairs of the city.

They are:

* Not paying enough attention to the problem by the chain
of provincial administration, non-governmental and business
organizations.

* Not realizing tourism as “smokeless industry” by the po-
tential tradesmen relevant to tourism and not assuring the
target group enough in this direction.

* Lack of professional approach to tourism at the service
sector of the city.

 Not having a strong vision on minimizing the interaction
with the regional terror-based negative image even if it does
not deserve it- of the city.

* Tourism is limited to meet the expectation of individuals
and groups as centring only on religious axis.

These kinds of issues maintain the insecure-province image
towards Adlyomon. However, these factors in the deterioration
of Adlyomon tourism which cannot progress in the sector, even
has a sharp fall in the number of tourists since July 22nd, 2015

are overshadowed of safety discourse. In another words, safety

ficiencies and malfunctions related to sector with an approach
as “once called, never changes’, which makes it rather difficult
to comprehend the issue. In other words, the deterioration of
Adiyaman tourism is relevant with a national and infernation-
al-wide collective insecurity label of the province rather than a
few simple public-order occasions. So, how can this undeserved
scene in tourism of the province be changed? Are there any ways
or a way fo achieve this? To respond these questions, determi-
nation mentioned below can be highlighted so that the artificial
perspective between safety and tourism can be changed and
the real potential of Adiyaman tourism can be contributed to

be cleared its way.

These are as following:

* To speed up the supportive investment, introduction of the
sector and to vary services.

* To take every tourist as promoter by making tourism the
first priority of the province.

* To invest the province to make the general image positive
without surrendering the safety phenomenon.

* To establish multidimensional and unique touristic facilities
by strengthening the transportation infrastructure.

* To provide sustainable services with the collaboration of
public and private sectors.

* To organize campaigns with the introduction programs
which are corresponding and permanent.

¢ To be sustained of the tourism as to from and substance
by the experts on the field.

Consequently, it is not possible to be successful with the ap-
proach “"the region is insecure so it is enough what | only get” in
the Adiyaman tourism. Most particularly, enough confidence,
peace and fransparency should be provided so that efficiency
and producfivi’ry should be obtained. However, as a solution,
“a pursuit of quite secure tourism” is mainly coming into prom-
inence at present. This preference, which does not give enough
confidence, puts an extra cost (tax) on the sector, aside from
providing a permanent solution fo the tourism problem, as
determined by Stephen Covey. So, with its potential of over
20 thousand students, university, his+ory, culture, climate and
hospitable people, Adiyaman needs a sector policy which is
not only reduced to the concept of security in order o reach an

effective and competent tourism performonce

This dish, which is quite simple in terms of preparation and is
prepared with little effort, called “Dani” in Kurdish and translated
as "Hedik" into Turkish, has a very special place in Anatolian
cuisine in general; and locally in Adiyaman cuisine. Its basic

It can be said that Dani which has now turned into an important
offering in women’s home meetings, has taken an important
place in the social life, in its infegration and in the forming of
cultural life when you look at the history of Dani in the local
kitchen.

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It has come to light thanks to the verbal history studies conducted
with the source people about this dish in the region that this
dish, which we confront as “Tooth Hedik (daniya daniya)”in the
traditional food and drink culture, gave its name to many other
activities that have been vanished from community life today.
One of these traditional events is the daniya berivan (milker
girl) which is taken to the meadow by preparing at home to
be served to the shepherds by the milker girls when they go to
milk the cow for the first time in the spring. It is believed that
this food brings abundance to animals” milk. We encounter with
the name of Daniya NEWROZE (Newroze Hedik), the second
event, which carries the name of this dish, which is offered to
the public by being cooked in large boilers on the twenty-first
day of same March.
